XXIX NATIONAL PRIZE COMPETITION
FOR CHILDREN'S LITERATURE

The National Prize Competition for Children's Literature is
the only children's literature competition organised at the
national level in nineteen languages of the country. These
languages are — Assamese, Bengali, English, Gajarati,
Hindi, Kannada, Kashmiri, Konkani, Malayalam, Manipuri,
Marathi, Nepali, Oriya, Punjabi, Sanskrit, Sindhi, Tamil,
Telugu and Urdu. There are two prizes for each language,
one for 5 to 8 and other for 9 to 15 age group except for
Hindi in which there are two prizes for each age group. The
main objective of this competition is to promote excellence
in the production of children's literaiure in each major Indian
language. The competition is held once in two years. Besides,
the books published during the two years preceding the time
when entries are invited, the unpublished manuscripts on a
given theme are also invited. Each award winning book/ms
carries a cash award of Rs. 10,000/-. In case of books/mss
for 5-8 age group, this prize is divided equally between the
author and the illustrator. Each awardee is given besides
cash award, a certificate of merit and a memento. The
publishers of the awarded books are also awarded 'Certificate
of Merit' in the prize distribution function.

The XXIX National Prize Competition for Children's
Literature had covered books published during the two
calendar years, i.e., 1993 and 1994 and the theme forthe
invited manuscripts was ‘The World of Children -Their Rights,
Happiness and Dignity’. The competition was open innineteen
(19) languages and the total number of awards was sixty
(60). There were twenty awards of Rs. 10,000/- each forthe
9-15 age group and forty (40) awards of Rs. 5,000/- each for
the 5-8 age group. The total number of awards declared for
both the age groups is forty one (41). This includes twenty
eight (28) awards for authors of both the age groups and
thirteen (13) awards for illustrators of the books/mss only
for the 5-8 age group. There was no entry in Nepali and no
entry was found upto the mark in Kashmiri and Sanskrit
languages. In Gujarati, Kannada, Konkan Manipuri, Punjabi
and Urdu only one entry each was found suitable for the .
award. Two entries each, one for each age group, was found
suitable for the award in Assamese, Bengali, English
Malayalam, Marathi, Oriya, Sindhi, Tamil and Telugu. In Hindi,
four entries have received the award.
