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How to use this picture: Some points for teachers/parents

Picture reading involves engaging children with pictures. The activity of picture reading motivates the children to
explore their visual senses. It involves imagination, prediction, sequencing of events, making meaning and expressing
ideas through observation. Picture reading also provides opportunities for oral language development.

About this picture

This picture is a depiction of different types of fruits enjoying themselves at a party by singing and dancing. Also, fruits
are playing different types of musical instruments. The children will be fascinated to see this vivid imagination where
fruits are singing, dancing and playing musical instruments. Teachers/parents can talk about different types of fruits
and different types of musical instruments and also can help a child identify different types of colours in the picture.

This illustration can help the parents/teachers to involve in joyful learning. With the help of the following
talking/teaching points, child’s learning can be facilitated:

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Let us talk (beyond the picture)

. Do you like singing and dancing?

. Which is your favourite fruit?

. Have you ever performed on the stage?

. What preparations do you make for a party?
